As noted in the Newton Kansan last week, the shelves of the food bank at the Salvation Army are depleted. With the children home from school, families can’t rely on school meals. Zion attendees are encouraged to donate to our “shopping cart.” Material goods as well as monetary donations are solicited. Any non-expired staple is accepted, although you’re encouraged to focus on items like: canned tuna, macaroni and cheese, spaghetti pasta and sauce, hamburger and tuna helper, cereal, peanut butter, jelly, canned vegetables, and soups. Or, take fresh meat, eggs, veggies, etc., directly to Salvation Army (208 W 6th St, Newton).
